1 Safety

Observe the following safety instructions.

1.1 General information

® Read this instruction manual carefully.

m Keep the instruction manual and the product information safe
for future reference or for the next owner.

= Do not connect the appliance if it has been damaged in transit.

1.2 Intended use

Only use this appliance:

m for preparing hot drinks.

® in private households and in enclosed spaces in a domestic en-
vironment.

= yp to an altitude of max. 2000 m above sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged 8 or over and by
people who have reduced physical, sensory or mental abilities or
inadequate experience and/or knowledge, provided that they are
supervised or have been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.

Children must not perform cleaning or user maintenance unless
they are at least 8 years old and are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 8 years away from the appliance
and power cable.
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1.4 Safety information

7.4 Water filter?

You can use a water filter to minimise
limescale deposits and reduce impur-
ities in the water.

The limescale content of the water in-
fluences the aroma and crema of cof-
fee. There is an aroma ring on the
underside of the BRITA INTENZA wa-
ter filter. Turn the aroma ring to set
the optimum aroma level for your
mains water.

AromaDouble Shot

You can make your coffee extra
strong by using the setting
"doubleshot".

The longer coffee is brewed, the
more bitter substances and undesir-
able aromas are released. These bit-
ter substances and undesirable
aromas affect the taste and digestibil-
ity of coffee. To ensure that only
pleasant-tasting and easily digestible
aromatic substances are released,
fresh coffee beans are ground and
brewed when half the quantity has
been prepared.

Note: The setting "doubleshot" is not
available for every drink and drink
volume.
