5 Storage

5.1 Information regarding storage

A WARNING

Rosé 10°Cto12°C
White wine 8°Ctol12°C
Sparkling wine, prosecco 7°Cto9°C
Champagne 5°Cto7°C

Saving energy

Pay attention to good ventilation. Do not cover ventilation
holes or grids.

- Always keep the fan air slits clear.
